Directions: 
1. Select a total of four people (two volunteers for Part I and two different volunteers for Part II) to dramatically read the parts of Sister Helen Prejean and Matthew Poncelet in the scene provided from Dead Man Walking. *When not performing, the other pair will also participate as critics.

2. The remaining students will act as critics, watching and listening to each pair of readers as they perform their scenes. The critics will use the Critics Sheet to help them guess the motivations of the readers.
3. Start with Part I and complete the following steps before moving to Part II: 

· The first pair of readers will secretly choose their motivation/goal from the Critics Sheet.

·  Then, the first pair will dramatically read and perform Part I, using expressive reading and clear tactics to help them accomplish their goals for the scene.
· Critics will discuss the performance as a group, using the Critics Sheet to take notes, before guessing the motivations of each reader.

· Compare the guesses with the reader’s choices.
4. Continue with Part II:
· The second pair of readers will secretly choose their motivation/goal from the Critics Sheet.

·  Then, the second pair will dramatically read and perform Part II, using expressive reading and clear tactics to help them accomplish their goals for the scene.

· Critics will discuss the performance as a group, using the Critics Sheet to take notes, before guessing the motivations of each reader.

· Compare the guesses with the reader’s choices.
