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     The pen may be mightier than the sword, but a digital camcorder may be more influential than either.  As more and more newspapers are going high tech and using multimedia in their online publications, Skyline Journalism is reflecting these changes. 


     For example, the news writing class has been renamed Jour 120:  Writing and Reporting for the Media, since today’s journalists must know how to report not only for print, but for broadcast and the Internet as well.    


      This means students may write a practice newspaper story and then rewrite it for a TV newscast.  Or they may revise a print story to make it work online, embedding it with live links to other sites.


     The program has also added Jour 121:  Advanced Reporting and Writing to further train students in multimedia reporting.


      The course, which has a prerequisite of Jour 120, will focus in part on how to tell a story through text, audio, and pictures.  Students will learn how to create podcasts and narrated slideshows using programs such as Audacity and Soundslides.


    Of course, the staff of The Skyline View (Jour 300/301/302) is already using these programs and others like InDesign and Photoshop, Audacity and Soundslides.
