Bacterial Methods Report

The methods used to study Bacteria are as numerous and varied as the bacteria themselves.  When you read a report on a microorganism or disease the paper will often have a whole section devoted to the procedures and materials used to perform the study.  Take some time out and find a method that you are interested in.  A lot of you already discovered fast methods for identifying your disease bacteria.  Your may want to describe the method used to identify your disease from your disease report.  You can also find a method by looking for articles of interest in Medline or Infoseek .  A number of medical journals are also available in the skyline library.  An alternate site that has full text journals is http://journals.asm.org/ .  Find a procedure and describe and reference the procedure in detail.  You may use figures if you properly reference them.  You can also create and use your own figures.  

The report can also be on any of the methods in your text or your labbook, but you must find a paper that describes how that method works.

A good report will have the following

1. Name and author of the method

2. What the method does

3. Typical results (1 paper that use this particular method and the results this method provides)

4. A flow chart of the method

5. A description of the equipment used in this method

6. Name and address of the manufacturer and supplier of materials used in the method.

7. A bibliography of the papers, books and pamphlets used to determine the above information.

The report will be submitted in stages so that I can critique what you have accomplished so far.
