Catalog Description

This course is designed to develop specific skills, techniques or concepts that are appropriate to biology and/or biotechnology. The course will focus on one specific topic; for example, new or leading edge developments in biotechnology. Transfer: CSU.

Overall Aims

The purpose of the course is to develop skill in the specific topic area that is scheduled. The course is flexible as to the topics which may be scheduled with the primary goal of developing skills required by biotechnology technicians.

Specific Instructional Objectives

The student will learn the concepts and skills appropriate to the specific biotechnology topic.

Course Content

Course content will vary depending upon the topic scheduled and duration of the course. An example would be a sixteen-hour course on a newly developed protocol useful in the biotechnology industry offered for one unit of credit.

Methods of instruction will vary according to the topic studied. Methods may include lecture, demonstration, laboratory activities, reading, writing and oral presentations. Classes will include assignments to be completed outside of class and incorporate critical thinking skills.
