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Co-Chair Christine Roumbanis convened the meeting at 2:13 p.m.

I.
Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the March 15th meeting were accepted with a correction to the misspelling of “feedback” in the second paragraph of item V. on page 2 and the addition of Cathy Hasson to the list of those who would be conducting the telephone survey of Program Review participants under item V. on page 3.
II.
New Courses – First Reading


FITN 106 – Varsity Conditioning

Physical Education Professor Jan Fosberg introduced the course, which she said has been developed to provide off-season training for varsity athletes. She explained that when athletes enroll in the general conditioning courses they don’t obtain the specific conditioning required for their specific sport.
With respect to the proposed course prerequisite, Vice President of Instruction Regina Stanback-Stroud noted that high school courses/experience cannot be considered an equivalent to college courses/experience and would not be a valid prerequisite. Dean of Counseling Jennifer Hughes agreed that “varsity high school experience” should be struck from the prerequisite. Further discussion that the course is intended to attract athletes who may be entering a sport in addition to those already participating led the Committee to suggest that the prerequisite be removed completely.
· Accepted FITN 106 for first reading with rewrites of the Catalog and Schedule descriptions and removal of the prerequisite prior to second reading.


P.E. 301 – Introduction to Personal Training

Professor Fosberg presented the course for Professor Mike Fitzgerald, who she said is currently enrolled in a Personal Training certification program. She explained that P.E. 301 would not certify students as personal trainers but would prepare them to take the certification exam.

Vice President Stanback-Stroud noted that this course is very timely, as legislation is under consideration requiring certification for personal trainers. She added that the SLO’s on the course outline were very good and indicated that an additional outcome would be eligibility for the certification examination. She also suggested that consultation take place with Director of Planning, Research and Institutional Effectiveness Cathy Hasson to determine alternate wording for “Demonstrate an understanding” in the first SLO, as demonstrating understanding would be difficult to assess.
Articulation Officer Linda Rosa Corazon noted that it begins to be problematic when a course recommended for CSU GE and/or UC transfer is offered prior to approval for the same. She stated that she needs a process with the Instruction Office to ensure that effective articulation dates are noted on Transfer Center handouts.

· Accepted the Content Review Form for P.E. 301.

· Accepted P.E. 301 for first reading with modifications to the course outline as discussed.
III.
Double Counting of Courses for Multiple Majors

Dean of Counseling Jennifer Hughes distributed proposed revised Catalog language regarding the double-counting of courses to meet major requirements for multiple degrees and certificates. She indicated that both Cañada and CSM are interested in Skyline’s modification and that CSM is moving forward very quickly to adopt the same policy. She explained that at Canada they have followed the proposed policy in practice, but require students to complete an additional 12 units before a second degree is awarded. Nothing in Title V indicates that additional units are necessary, and she stated that Cañada would therefore likely adopt the same policy. 
· Approved double counting of courses for multiple majors, degrees and certificates. effective Fall 2006 and grandfathered for students applying for degrees from that point forward who have Catalog rights to a previous Catalog. 

The Committee agreed to give further consideration to the issue of students who previously earned a degree, re-enrolled, and then discovered that they met additional degree requirements in the Catalog to which they originally had rights. There are considerations with such a policy, one of which is the appropriate Board of Trustees not having conferred the degree at that time. Linda Rosa Corazon, Sherri Hancock, Jennifer Hughes, Persis Morrice and Maria Norris will form a subcommittee to address the issue. 

IV.
Student Learning Outcomes at the Degree Level

Vice President Stanback-Stroud said that the Committee had listed incorporation of Student Learning Outcomes into the curriculum as one of its goals for the year. In the service of this goal she distributed a matrix she created linking the relevant Accreditation standards to Title V requirements for general education and Skyline’s degree requirements. She then crafted a draft SLO for each area using Skyline’s general education philosophy, which is articulated as College Goals listed in the Catalog. She added that she had run this first attempt past Director of Planning, Research and Institutional Effectiveness Cathy Hasson and received feedback, one point of which is that an assessment process must be developed in order to determine that students have met the SLO’s. Vice President Stanback-Stroud added that we don’t know at this point what form that assessment mechanism would take. 

In addition, Vice President Stanback-Stroud pointed out that Information Competency is an Accreditation requirement, though no title V requirement exists. One piece of information that will have to be conveyed in Skyline’s Accreditation report is that the College does not currently have an information competency requirement for graduation. Co-Chair Roumbanis said that Librarian Eric Brenner had submitted an SLO suggestion for Information Competency, and that the CAOT department would be happy to work with the Library faculty in the development of an information competency requirement. Vice President Stanback-Stroud indicated that if it is determined that information competency should be an additional graduation requirement, the work should be done and brought through the Curriculum Committee in conjunction with a correlating student learning outcome. 

Vice President Stanback-Stroud indicated that she would refine the degree level SLO’s, to include development of an SLO for the Physical Education requirement, and bring the document back to the Committee for further review. She added that when they are developed to the satisfaction of the Committee, she will then forward them to the SLOAC steering committee. 
V.
Form D – Proposed New Format

Co-Chair Roumbanis distributed a draft of New Course Request – Form D. She explained that the modifications are intended to clarify the information requested and render the form more user-friendly.
Linda Rosa Corazon reminded the Committee that the last Accreditation findings cited the issue of courses across the District that have the same number but different prerequisites, units, etc. at different campuses. It was suggested that questions be added to the Consultation portion of the form that will at least inform the Committee if existing curriculum at the sister colleges is proposed at Skyline with different requirements. Co-Chair Roumbanis will incorporate the Committee’s suggestions into a revised draft for the April 19th meeting. 
VI.
New Curriculum Committee Website Design (Draft)

Co-Chair Roumbanis previewed a draft of a revised Curriculum Committee website on which she has collaborated with one of her students. Co-Chair Arthur Takayama suggested that color contrast be raised. Dean Hughes cautioned that Section 508 issues be kept in mind. Co-Chair Roumbanis indicated that she is concerned that website design is labor intensive and she does not want to invest a great deal of time if the Fresh Look project recommendations will require specific guidelines for Skyline’s websites. Vice President Stanback-Stroud explained that in the future the project will address the Skyline College website as a whole, but she did not feel redesign of the Curriculum Committee website should be delayed for that reason.
