Course Modifications

ART 115 – ART, MUSIC AND IDEAS

MUS. 115 – ART, MUSIC AND IDEAS

· Accepted the Content Review Forms for ART/MUSIC 115 [Recommended: Eligibility for ENGL 100 or 105, or equivalent].

· Accepted modifications to ART/MUSIC 115 [change in recommended preparation and major change of course description to incorporate student learning outcomes].

III.
Experimental Courses

CRER 880 – MINORITY STUDENT ALLIANCE CONFERENCE OUTREACH

· Accepted CRER 880 – Minority Student Alliance Conference Outreach as a non-transferable experimental course, sections of which are offered in Fall 2005 and Spring 2006.

FITN 680 – BACKPACKING

Physical Education Professor Jan Fosberg introduced the course, which she indicated is intended to build on FITN 303 – Trail Hiking. Professor Fosberg added that Trail Hiking has been one of the Physical Education Division’s successful Saturday offerings. She explained that the Backpacking course is intended to train students in fitness and strength building and will culminate in an overnight backpacking trip  covered by the four hours by arrangement built into the course, which will cover the hike and set up/clean up of camp. Professor Fosberg added that the first hike will be in Big Basin and that a different location will be selected each term the course is offered.
· Accepted FITN 680 – Backpacking as a transferable experimental course to be offered for the first time in Fall 2006.

IV.
ECE Degree/Certificate Update

Early Childhood Education Coordinator Valerie Goines presented changes to the ECE degree/certificate to include ECE. 366 – Practicum in Early Childhood Education in the core requirements for the major. She explained that the practicum course is like a student teaching experience, and the department feels a supervised teaching experience in which students are assigned to work under mentor teachers is important to ECE graduates. She added that Cañada’s ECE program implemented the same change effective Fall 2005.

V.
Program Review Presentations Update

Co-Chair Christine Roumbanis reported that the second round of 2005 Program Review presentations were held on November 30th. Discussion took place regarding the differences between Student Services and instructional programs and how the instructional Program Review instrument doesn’t fit Student Services programs well. Dean of Enrollment Services Sherri Hancock recalled that work was done on a Student Services Program Review instrument under former Vice President of Student Services Rosemary Ybarra-Garcia, but the new model was never finalized. She added that Student Services needs to revisit the work done and work toward finalizing an appropriate instrument. Co-Chair Roumbanis suggested that this process could take place as part of the work of the Program Review Subcommittee in spring. Dean Hancock will be added to the subcommittee membership.

Program Review Subcommittee Update

Co-Chair Roumbanis reported that the most recent scheduled meeting of the Program Review Subcommittee was cancelled because a majority of the members were unable to attend. She added that the subcommittee will reconvene in spring.

Summary of Program Review 2003-2004

The 2003-2004 Program Review Summary is posted on the Curriculum Committee’s website. Committee members were asked to review the document and provide Vice President Regina Stanback-Stroud with feedback prior to the winter recess. 

VIII.
Review Progress on 2005-2006 Curriculum Committee Goals and Projects

Mid-year progress made on the Committee’s goals and projects for the academic year was reviewed:

· Acted on the Degree Audit recommendations regarding how unit deficiencies created by quarter to semester unit conversions will be addressed for satisfaction of degree, major, general education and subject area requirements.
· Review of the Program Review process is in progress.
· Update of course outlines to include student learning outcomes is in progress.
· Discussion has taken place regarding forums/workshops on campus-wide sharing of the strategies for success used in learning communities. With the assistance of Cathy Hasson, Director of Planning, Research and Institutional Effectiveness, will work to determine populations that might benefit from retention and success strategies. 

IX.
Spring 2006 Workshops: Topics and Possible Dates

Co-Chair Roumbanis reported that a workshop on data packets for the 2006 Program Reviews was held. She stated that not every program presenting a review in October 2006 was represented at the workshop, in which Cathy Hasson walked faculty through the data packets, explained data terms and how to compare department data against college-wide data and look at trends. A suggestion was made that an additional workshop be held in spring to provide faculty with information on what to do with the data now that it is in their hands.
Dean Hancock suggested that the number of program degrees and certificates awarded and the time to degree (which she added is 5-6 years on average) are other data that could be provided to faculty. She also suggested that marketing strategies employed by programs could be another element to be addressed in Program Review.
Co-Chair Roumbanis stated that an additional workshop to be provided for faculty preparing Program Reviews for October 2006 is on presentation guidelines, perhaps having Speech Professor Phyllis Taylor present as she has in the past. Discussion was held on the appropriate timing for this workshop, and it was decided that it should take place during August Flex Days or in early Fall Semester.
SLOAC is expected to provide course outline training workshops in spring.
