ELIGIBILITY FOR ENGLISH 836:

· can write paragraphs with a clear main idea; major and minor supporting detail; unity; coherence; correctness

· has introductory experience in writing the basic essay

· can organize writing using a variety of rhetorical modes: narration, description, exemplification, classification, analysis, comparison/contrast, argument

· has introductory experience with text-based writing: paraphrase, summary, response, quotation, documentation of sources

ELIGIBILITY FOR READING 836
· has vocabulary and reading comprehension skills at the 9th to 10th grade level

· can determine meaning from context and use appropriate dictionary strategies

· can analyze paragraphs and short reading selections (articles, essays, textbooks excerpts, fiction) for main idea, major and minor details, and organizational patterns

· can organize short reading selections with text marking, outlines, charts, maps summaries, and essay responses

· can make inferences, especially related to vocabulary in context and implied main ideas

· can distinguish fact and opinion

· has introductory experiences in determining point of view, purpose, tone

ELIGIBILITY FOR ENGLISH 100: (Note: This eligibility assumes composition and reading skills.)
· can write basic essays with clear main ideas; major and minor supporting details; unity; coherence; correctness

· can organize writing with a variety of rhetorical modes, with emphasis on the academic forms: analysis, classification, comparison/contrast, argument

· has moderate experience with text-based writing: paraphrase, summary, response, quotation, beginning research skills, documentation of resources

· has vocabulary and reading comprehension skills at the 11th grade or higher levels

· can determine meaning from context, use appropriate dictionary strategies, and work with connotation, denotation, figurative language

· can organize medium-length reading selections – articles essays, textbooks chapters, short stories – for main ideas, major and minor supporting details, and organizational patterns

· can organize reading material using text marking, outlines, charts, maps, summaries, essay responses

· can make inferences based on reading material

· can distinguish between fact and opinion

· can determine point of view, bias, purpose, tone

· has introductory experience with logical analysis, fallacies of logic, and propaganda techniques
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
