	All engines are on (2) adjustable mounts to secure belt tension to chipper and hold alignment of belts.  The drive for chipper is a minimum 2-belt "V" section, cogged drive with corresponding sheaves to obtain proper speed and power transfer.

	Belt Guards:
	To enclose all drive systems, guards shall have seams welded inside and out. All guards are easily removed by 3/8” NC grade 8 hardness bolt.

	Feed System:
	To include (2) horizontal hydraulic powered feed wheels with 2" shafts, each feed wheel to be 17" long minimum x 7 1/2" diameter minimum. Top & bottom wheels are equipped with special non-wrapping knife edge teeth, 1" high, full length of wheel. Top feed wheel has (8) teeth, and bottom feed wheel has (10) teeth. Both end caps of wheels are also toothed to eliminate unwanted wrapping around shafts. Also includes sharpened scraper bar mounted behind bottom feed wheel to reduce wrapping. 	Slide Box Feed System:
	Feed system must be a slide box type feed system with (2) 17" long adjustable "easy climb" down pressure springs. (4) adjustments are provided that will allow for 0" to 6" of travel before you start spring tension.  Slides for the box are (4) 1" X 1" X 11 1/2" replaceable "Phenolic" wear strips.  Must include hydraulic lift cylinder.

	Clean Out Door:
	Must have hinged plate that encloses the bottom feed wheel for debris clean out

	19
	Chipper Disc Housing:
	Disc housing: constructed of 1/2" thick steel front and back, with 1/4" thick belly band. Throat housing: is constructed of 1/2" material on right side, and 1/4" on all other sides.


	20
	Adjustable Feed Plate Anvil:
	1/2" thick x 4 1/2” wide x 13 3/4” long of solid steel with (4) working edges for long life. Anvil is held in place by (3) 1/2" grade 8 hardness bolts and uses (2) 1/2" adjuster bolts for secure clearance to chipper knives.

	Chipper Cutting Disc:
	40" diameter x 2" thick disc with 1" hub. Includes (2) full knife pockets, each pocket holds (2) 1/2" thick double edged knives, each knife is 1/2" thick X 4 1/2" wide X 7 1/4" long.

	Thrower:
	There are (2) 3/8” thick X 4” X 4” X 12” long fan blades; one for each knife pocket.  The cupped throwers capture and throw all the chips out the discharge on the first pass without loss of horsepower.

	Chipper Hood:
	Chipper hood to be constructed of 3/16" steel and fold back for easy access to disc. Transition half of hood to be constructed of 3/16" material. Hood is held in place with (1) 1" diameter locking pin.

	Chipper Shaft:
	4" diameter chipper shaft, held in place by a 3/4" thick X 7 1/2" diameter steel lock ring and (4) 5/8" grade 8 hardness bolts.

	Chipper Bearings:
	(2) 2 7/16” bore, 4-bolt flange mount, greasable and easily replaceable bearings. Front bearing is a double spherical high speed roller bearing

	Hydraulic Hose:
	All 1/4" to 1/2" pressure hoses are single braid industrial grade with synthetic rubber cover for wear protection. Hoses have 12,000 PSI burst pressure capacity. All hoses use JIC ends for easy replacement or repair.

	Hydraulic System:
	Live hydraulic feed system is completely self-contained with a gear style hydraulic pump producing 6.0 GPM. A replaceable suction debris screen as well as a replaceable spin on cartridge filter on the return line. A Roller Stator motor develops 6,100 in/lbs of torque @ 2500 PSI.

	(2) White roller stator 15.5 C.I.D. motors attached to feed wheel via a tapered fit coupling system.

	Infeed Hopper:
	Formed 3/16" thick infeed hopper with a 29" high x 45" wide opening structurally supported around rim. The infeed slopes 3 degrees down from the feed wheels to the end of the infeed hopper. A control bar located on three sides of infeed hopper allows actuation of feed wheels forward/neutral/reverse. The control bar is supported by (2) 1" threaded rods.

	Infeed Tray:
	30" Fold down infeed tray with sides, tray will lock in open and closed positions. Total length from nip point to end of tray must be 66" 

	31
	Discharge Chute:
	23" radius X 82" long sheet metal construction. 360 degree manual swivel and easily adjustable, 12" chip deflector (Both are tool less).  Must include hand crank height discharge and hand crank swivel discharge

	13 gallon steel hydraulic tank, magnetic drain plug, rubber shock mounted, and aluminum sight gauge
