Skyline College is soliciting qualifications from artists who are interested in submitting proposals one or more of the following projects:
1. A mural for the west-facing wall of Building 3, between the elevator and the main building entrance on the second floor. 
The area is 12’- 6” wide by 15’- 0” high, with the bottom line of the area 12’- 0” above the walking surface.
2. A surface treatment for a portion of the western wall of building 4, the learning communities and administration building.  This building is currently under construction.
Base width = 30’-11”
North edge height = 18’-6”

South edge height = 4’-6”

Top width from north edge to corner of angle = 4’-0”

The wall will be concrete

3. A mosaic or other surface work for 2 pillars in building 6, one on the first floor and one on the second floor.  
1st floor:  10’-11” high X 5’-4” circumference.
2nd floor:  10’-0” high X 5’-4” circumference.

About the College

Skyline College opened in 1969, and is are one of three community colleges in the San Mateo County Community College District governed by a five-member Board of Trustees. The District also includes Cañada College in Redwood City and the College of San Mateo.

Skyline is located on 111 acres just west of Skyline Boulevard in San Bruno, and is conveniently available to residents of South San Francisco, Daly City, Colma, Brisbane, San Bruno and Pacifica.

Students love Skyline because of the convenient location; low cost; the broad range, high quality and availability of degree and certificate programs; flexible scheduling; and student-centered environment. Art on Campus Policy
Art on campus shall be appropriate to the mission of Skyline College, broadly interpreted.  In particular, art should be a way of expressing the College’s commitment to access and respect for all, regardless of “level of preparation, socio-economic status, cultural, religious or ethnic background, or disability.”  Equally, it should express the College’s mission to provide academic excellence “in a climate that values innovation and freedom of intellectual exploration, discovery, thought, and exchange of ideas for all.”  Thus the art should be high quality, thought provoking, and engaging.
Budget 

A total of $170,000 has been allocated to these projects.  The commission must cover all costs associated with every phase of the project, including the artist’s design, all production and management fees, travel expenses associated with the project, insurance, materials, cost of fabrication and installation and any other applicable costs.
Selection 
Process

1. Art on Campus committee to review applications and make recommendations to college president for a pool of eligible artists.

2. President approves list.
3. Selected artists are requested to submit specific proposals.  An honorarium of $500 will be awarded to each artist upon submission of proposal. 
4. Art on Campus committee reviews proposals and makes recommendation to college president

5. College president selects 

Eligibility

Open to professional artists who can demonstrate the ability to carry such a project through.  Artists who could include student or community participation are encouraged to apply.
Criteria

Final selection will be based on artistic excellence including originality of concept, appropriateness to the site, quality of workmanship and materials as evidenced in slides of proposed and completed work; durability of design and materials, minimum maintenance requirements and resistance to vandalism, and proven ability through past works to undertake the project and meet project deadlines.
