Guide to Studying

Once you have finished reading the chapter, you still have to learn the chapter. There is too much information to learn it all, so you have to be selective. 

Note taking make notes as you read through the chapter. Do not copy blocks of the text in the authors’ words. Analyze what is important in the section, and try to use your own words. This is important because it is much easier to remember your own words than the authors’ words. By copying blocks of text – you are working, but not thinking, and unfortunately you are wasting your time. 

Read through the Study Outline both before and after you read the chapter. This will act to focus your mind before hand, and refresh your memory afterwards. 

Set time aside to review the Study Questions at the end of the chapters and on the CD-Rom/ The Microbiology Place website. After all you will be assessed on your ability to answer questions like these in the exams. 

Study Groups

Forming study groups helps students increase their grades in science classes. You have to organize your own study groups that suit your particular timetable. 

Study Guides

Each study guide has a number of questions designed to make you think about the concepts presented in each chapter. As these are written by me, rather than the publisher, these reflect ways that I want you to think about the material. If you have difficulty interpreting the question, i.e. what is being asked, or how should I answer this question, you must ask me for clarification, sooner rather than later. 

Study Guides and Exams

Each exam will consist of 50 multiple choice questions, and ten short written answers worth 5 points each. The written answers will come from the questions on the study guides.
